
Editorial guidelines for the news service EnK-Aktuell 

 

In general, you can submit two types of contributions to EnK-Aktuell: 

a) Short articles (approx. 6,000 to 9,000 characters including spaces) 

b) Short reports (at least 5 sentences) 

Contributions can be written either in German or English. 

 

1. General specifications 

Basically, all contributions break down as follows: 

a) Example short article

Abstract (approx. 2-3

b) Example short report

c) General information 

The article/report title or headline should be short and concise. The abstract provides a brief 
summary or outlook of the article/report and usually includes an external link to the source (if 



available). The confidentiality of the source must be assured. Decision reviews list the decision date 
and file number in the abstract, e.g. VG Stuttgart Urt. v. 11.11.2021 – 11 K 17/21. 

It is not necessary to link the decisions, as this is done automatically in beck-online. The full text may 
be subdivided. The levels of subdivision are as follows: 1.; a). Please list references in parentheses as 
additions in the text, not as footnotes. 

Highlighting in text 

Please do not use boldface, italics, or other emphasis throughout the contribution document.  

Dates 

Dates are written as four digits. Dates are written without preceding zeros and without spaces after 
periods. Month names are represented by the corresponding number (e.g. 1.2.2005). 

Attribution of authors  

Please add a short description of the author (of the current activity) to your contribution, e.g.: Dr. 
Boris Scholtka is a lawyer and as a partner heads the energy law department of Ernst & Young GmbH 
Rechtsanwaltsgesellschaft Steuerberatungsgesellschaft (EY Law) in Berlin. 

In principle, no more than three authors should be named. 

 

2. Length for a contribution 

The length for short articles is approx. 6,000 to 9,000 characters including spaces. There are no 
specifications for the shorter messages, but the full text should be at least 5 sentences. 

 

3. Submission 

The texts are submitted as simple Word documents to the respective responsible editorial office. As 
a matter of principle, there is no correction loop. The editorial office reserves the right to make 
adjustments without consultation that do not fundamentally affect the content. In the event of a 
need to adjust the content, the editors or the editorial office will contact the authors.
